附件 2   DPU Estimated Expenses for Exchange Students

The estimate expenses for exchange students are as follows:

      - Administration Fee:10,000 Baht / semester （only apply to the ones who require certificates）

     - Health Insurance approximately 1,400 Baht

      - Uniform

     Undergraduate students are required to wear a uniform. Uniforms can be purchased on-campus. The fees for standard set of uniforms are:

       • Male student uniform:

        - Standard uniform set: 750 Baht including shirt, trousers, belt, and neck-tie.

       - Additional uniform set: 600 Baht including shirt and trousers.

       • Female student uniform:

       - Standard uniform set: 640 Baht including blouse, skirt, belt, and university pin.

        - Additional uniform set: 500 Baht including blouse and skirt.

       • To have enough uniforms for 5 days per week, students will have to buy one standard set plus 4 additional sets of uniforms.

-Off-Campus Accommodation

 There is much privately run accommodation within walking distance of the university. The cost for rooms around campus is reasonably priced. A room with air-conditioning is about 4,000 Baht per month. This rate excludes monthly electricity and water usage fees.

-  On-Campus Accommodation

The DPU3, accommodation on campus, costs 4,500 Baht per month. When students share one room, they pay as a group. Each room can accommodate up to 3 students and is furnished with 3 beds, 3 desks, a telephone, a TV, drawers, and air-conditioning. This rate excludes monthly electricity and water usage fees.

- Food

Food costs approximately 100 Baht per day or 3,000 Baht per month.
